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MURDER OF BEEF BUTCHERS

The festival of NimaneeMadushee
came round on that date, when it is customary
for Hindoos to make offerings ofsweet
meats,sherbet, &c., to their priests and
brahmins; and as these are always given in
newly-made certain vessels (ghurahs), very
extensivepurchases are made on this day from
men of the Potter class, who are nearly all
Mahomedans. The potters had as usual made
preparations for supplying the wants of their
Hindoo customers on this occasion, but not a
Hindoowould buy of them.On hearing this,
and also that the “kaseras” - another class of
Hindoo traders - refused to buy old copper
vessels from Mahomedans as they had always
beeninthe habit of doing.

| sent for Sirdar Hurcharan Dass, Bhai
Purdhoomun Singh, Khan Mahomed Shah and
other leading men of the city, and called on
them to use their influence at once to remove
thisremnant of ill-feeling and distrust from the
minds of all, and, if possible, completely to
restore the harmony which had before
prevailed. They left me promising to do their
best and the next morning returned, reporting
that they had been entirely successful, and
that sales were once more going on as
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usual.They at the same time handed in the
mutual engagements entered into by the
potters and Hindoos on the one hand, and the
Kaseras and Mahomedans on the other.

11. Enquiry subsequently made by me
and the Deputy Commissioner confirmed
what these gentlemen had said, and it was
generally believed that all causes of
dissatisfaction and distrust had been
removed, especially as | had instructed the
Deputy Commissioner to take recognizances
fromthe butchers, and others employedin the
slaughter of kine, that nothing should be done
in any way calculated to offend the prejudices
of the Hindoos and Sikhs.

12. Two weeks had been now passed
by without anything approaching to
disturbances, thoroughly convinced,
incommon with all on the spot whom | had
consulted, that there was no cause to
apprehend anything of the kind again, and
having several Sessions cases to try at
Goordaspore, | thought | might now safely
leave Amritsar; and | accordingly fixed the 5%,
6th and 7th June for the trial of the cases
referred to, and left for Goordaspore on the
night of the 4”.But, before doing so, | thought
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it advisable to hold a Durbar to which every
man of any note in the city, down to the
headmen of each mohulla, should be invited,
and hear from me with their own ears what
the orders of Government were and what it
expected from them as loyal citizens and the
leaders of the people. Accordingly it was held
on the 3rd of June at the Town Hall. It was well
attended- all the European officers of this
station being present, in addition to the large
native assembly described above; and | there
delivered in Oordoo an address which | had
carefully prepared beforehand, and of which
an English translation is attached hereto. |
think | may say that it had a most excellent
effect, - many Hindoo and Mahomedan
gentlemen, when the meeting broke up,
embracing each other intheir anxiety to show
that no traces of the evil-feeling engendered
by the late disturbances remained in their
minds.

13.From that date (3") tll the
murderous attack was made by a large party of
persons, unknown, on the butchers at the
slaughter-house, on the morning of the 15th
instant, not a whisper had reached the
authorities on the spot of any feeling of
dissatisfaction; and | may add my conviction,
after enquiry here, that the feeling which led
to this attack in confined to a small section of
evil-disposed persons and that part of the
town which is nearest to the slaughter-house.

14. | will,in conclusion, describe what
appears to have been the cause of the late
excitement on the subject of kine-killing. It
was, | believe, due entirelyto two causes:-
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First, the very rapid increase which during the
last three or four years has taken place and the
consumption of this kind of food; and
secondly, the want of care on the part of the
butchers and others engaged in the trade and
the sale and distribution of it. The increased
consumption is due to a variety of concurring
causes. First maybe mentioned the high price
of grain during the period referred to;
secondly, the war between France and Prussia,
which has thrown thousands of Cashmeeries
out of employ.

These two causes have driven the
poorer classes of the Mahomedan population
of the town to look for a cheap and atthe same
time satisfying description of food; and they
have found itin beef, which is even now selling
for a third of the price of mutton and goat
flesh.The cheapness of beef, as compared with
other kinds of flesh, is also due, in a great
measure, to the drought from which the land
has been suffering for so many years and the
difficulty of obtaining fodder during this
period has compelled to the owners of horned
cattle to part with these animals for a mere
trifle.

Consumption of beef has been further
stimulated by the slaughter-house contractors
for their own profit; and doubtless the
knowledge that they hold a Government
monopoly has emboldened them and
rendered them careless of the manner in
which the flesh was brought into the town;
and thus the prejudices of Hindoos hasoften
been offended.

There has, however, never been any
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open infringement of the rules originally laid
down for the slaughter of kine and the sale of
the flesh; and on this ground the Hindoos had
no cause of complaint.

15. | cannot conclude this report
without bringing to the notice of the
Government the determined bearing of the
Deputy Commissioner Major Birch,
throughout the early and most dangerous
days of this excitement, and expressing my
conviction that this had no small share in
preventing the occurrences of anything like a
serious outbreak of popular feeling.

The District Superintendent of police,
Mr. Turton Smith, has throughout been most
active and useful. | have myself to
acknowledge the assistance received from the
native gentlemen of the city especially from
Sirdar Hurchaurn Dass and KhanMahomad
Shah, | may hereafter ask that their conduct
shall receive the special acknowledgement of
Government; but | refrain from doing so until
the result of the enquiry which is now going on
into the circumstances of the murder of the
butchersisknown.

More than a week had passed but the
Amritsar police could not find any clue of the
murderers. Local peoples were pressurizing
the administration to arrest the culprits. In this
situation investigation of this case was handed
over to Mr. Christie,District Superintendent of
Police, Jullundur, who was considered an
expert in solving tough cases. Mr. Christie
arrived at Amritsaron 24 June 1871.

| regret to report that up to the date
the efforts of the Police, notwithstanding
added and efficient aid from without, have not
been successful in discovering the murderers
of the butchers and other Mahomedans at the
slaughter-house on the 15th of June.Your
arrival on the 17th took the main conduct of
the case out of my hands; and, at your
instance, the arrest and release of all persons
who could possibly be suspected have been
left entirely to the Police,in order to
strengthen Mr. Christie's hands.The result of
the investigation, as far as it goes, all tends to
the belief that the plot was hatched within the
city of Amritsar. A most important step has
been taken by youin giving the Hindoo chief
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mena period of ten days within which to bring
to light the perpetrators of the crime, under
penalty of being adversely reported to
Government. The plot must have been deeply
laid to have resisted so successfully and so long
the continued endeavors made to unravel
it;nor can it any longer be a matter of surprise
that nothing transpired to lead to a suspicion
of the existence.

2. Bad as the outrage is (and | have by
no means given up any feelings of indignation
at the occurrence, or my hopes of avenging it,)
it is still a matter for congratulations that it has
not been followed up here orelsewhere by
repeated assaults of Hindoos on
Mahomedans.

This makes the occurrence of far less
serious import then it otherwise would have
been.It stands at present as an isolated
outrage which may be attributed to special,
but local feeling, in the city of Amritsar; it has
not extended to the district; it has not reached
the juts.Even the Nihungs who are believed to
be the actual perpetrators, were not alone (it
is summarized) in the commission of the
crime.Those that were employed were most
probably, as | have before reported, in the
hands of designing Hindoos.

3. To enable the Government to deal
quickly with this case, should the failure to
discover the murderers necessitate punitive
measures of a more comprehensive character,
| think it my duty to record certain
circumstances which have a direct bearing on
the crime asithas occurred.

1" -- At the outset the slaughterhouse
Af3gar

was threatened by Nihungs.This was reported
in my letter of the 8th of May.A police guard
was placed there on the 6th May, but
withdrawn on the 31%. This, | fear, was a
mistake.

2ndly -- On the 2nd June the order was
passed in appeal for the release of the
butchers who had originally, as | thought,
given the Hindoos some just ground of
offense.Possibly this gave umbrage, as it
precluded the hope of the law giving redress.

3rdly -- Owing to various causes, kine
killing has been of late years very much on the
increase.This doubtless hurt many respectable
Hindoos, and their feelings were entirely
disregarded by the parties interested in the
sale of beef. | took this view at first, and it led
me to punish the individual butchers.

4thly --The general result of the
measures taken was adverse to Hindoo
interests.lt could scarcely have been
otherwise.The Hindoo population felt itself
foiled, and its members have presumed to
satisfy their feelings of revenge.Soglaring a
defiance of authority cannot, of course, be
overlooked.

Mr. Christie put aside all
investigation already undertaken by local
police and followed his own line of action. And
lo! 'miracle' happened. Mr. Christie within
days of taking over this case arrested one Hira
Singh and Aya, another accomplice of his in the
this case ie. murder of butchers. In the light of
their confessional statements given under the
promise of pardon, Jai Ram Seth was arrested
as an instigator of the crime. The Deputy
Commissioner of Amritsar lost no time to
inform the Commissioner of Amritsar about
this achievement of Mr. Christie.

2. | am glad to be able to state that,
Afsgar

since the Deputy Commissioner's letter was
written, the Police, represented by Mr.
Christie, have obtained agood clue to the
perpetrators of that foul deed. Of this you
have been informed demi-officially. It is not
advisable to report particulars officially yet.

3. The Deputy Commissioner of
Amritsar appears correctly to describe the
state of feeling on the subject by saying that
it is confined to a portion only of the city.
Enquiries made by myself and Colonel
Baillie, the Deputy Inspector-General of
Police, tend to show that little interest is felt
in this matter in any of the surrounding
villages, much less among the agricultural
populationgenerally.

4. The removal of the Police guard
from theslaughter-house, referred to by the
Deputy Commissioner, was a great mistake,
and the Deputy Commissioner should have
been consulted before this was done. The
Superintendent of Police believed that the
excitement on the subject had completely
died out, and the plot for the massacre of the
butchers was kept so secret that not a
Mahomedan in the city appears to have had
even a suspicion of it; and such being the case,
it is scarcely to be wondered at that the Police
knew nothing ofit.

5. If we succeed in tracing out the
offenders and bringing them to justice, this
will probably meet all the requirements of the
case, and effectually prevent recurrence of
such anoutrage; if not, other special measures
must be adopted with this object.

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Samadhi and

Superconsciouness

Swami Vivekananda

Just as unconscious work is beneath
consciousness, so there is another work which
is above consciousness, and which also is not
accompanied with the feeling of egoism. The
feeling of egoism is only on the middle plane.
When the mind is above or below that line,
there is no feeling of 'l', and yet the mind
works. When the mind goes beyond this line of
selfconsciousness, it is called Samadhi or
superconsciousness.

How, for instance, do we know that a
man in Samadhi has not gone below
consciousness, has not degenerated instead
of going higher? In both cases the works are
unaccompanied with egoism. The answer is,
by the effects, by the results of the work, we
know that which is below, and that which is
above. When a man goes into deep sleep, he
enters a plane beneath consciousness. He
works the body all the time, he breathes, he
moves the body, perhaps, in his sleep, without
any accompanying feeling of ego; he is
unconscious, and when he returns from his
sleep, he is the same man who went into it.
The sum total of the knowledge which he had
before he went into the sleep remains the
same; it does not increase at all. No
enlightenment comes. But when a man goes
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into Samadhi, if he goes into it a fool, he comes
outasage.

What makes the difference? From one
state a man comes out the very same man that
he went in, and from another state the man
comes out enlightened, a sage, a prophet, a
saint, his whole character changed, his life
changed, illumined. These are the two effects.
Now the effects being different, the causes
must be different. As this illumination with
which a man comes back from Samadhi is
much higher than can be got from
unconsciousness, or much higher than can be
got by reasoning in a conscious state, it must,
therefore, be superconsciousness, and
Samadhiis called the superconscious state.

When the mind goesbeyond this line of
self-consciousness,it is called Samadhi or
superconsciousness.

This, in short, is the idea of Samadhi.
What is its application? The application is
here. The field of reason, or of the conscious
workings of the mind, is narrow and limited.
There is a little circle within which human
reason must move. It cannot go beyond. Every
attempt to go beyond is impossible, yet it is
beyond this circle of reason that there lies all
that humanity holds most dear.
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All these questions, whether there is
an immortal soul, whether there is a God,
whether there is any supreme intelligence
guiding this universe or not, are beyond the
field of reason.

Reason can never answer these
questions. What does reason say? It says, “I
am agnostic; | do not know either yea or nay.”
Yet these questions are so important to us.
Without a proper answer to them, human life
will be purposeless. All our ethical theories, all
our moral attitudes, all that is good and great
in human nature, have been molded upon
answers that have come from beyond the
circle. It is very important, therefore, that we
should have answers to these questions. If life
is only a short play, if the universe is only a
“fortuitous combination of atoms,” then why
should | do good to another? Why should
there be mercy, justice, or fellow-feeling? The
best thing for this world would be to make hay
while the sun shines, each man for himself. If
thereisno hope, why should | love my brother,
and not cut his throat? If there is nothing
beyond, if there is no freedom, but only
rigorous dead laws, | should only try to make
myself happy here. You will find people saying
nowadays that they have utilitarian grounds as
the basis of morality. What is this basis?
Procuring the greatest amount of happiness to
the greatest number. Why should | do this?
Why should | not produce the greatest
unhappiness to the greatest number, if that
serves my purpose?

How will utilitarians answer this
question? How do you know what is right, or
what is wrong? | am impelled by my desire for

happiness, and | fulfil it, and it is in my nature; |
know nothing beyond. | have these desires,
and must fulfil them; why should you
complain? Whence come all these truths
about human life, about morality, about the
immortal soul, about God, about love and
sympathy, about being good, and, above all,
aboutbeing unselfish?

All ethics, all human action and all
human thought, hang upon this one idea of
unselfishness. The whole idea of human life
can be put into that one word, unselfishness.
Why should we be unselfish? Where is the
necessity, the force, the power, of my being
unselfish? You call yourself a rational man, a
utilitarian, but if you do not show me a reason
for utility, | say you are irrational. Show me the
reason why | should not be selfish. To ask one
to be unselfish may be good as poetry, but
poetry is not reason. Show me a reason. Why
shall I be unselfish, and why be good? Because
Mr and Mrs soand so, say so, does not weigh
with me. Where is the utility of my being
unselfish? My utility is to be selfish if utility
means the greatest amount of happiness.
What is the answer? The utilitarian can never
giveit.

The answer is that this world is only
one drop in an infinite ocean, one link in an
infinite chain. Where did those that preached
unselfishness, and taughtittothe humanrace,
get thisidea? We know it is not instinctive; the
animals, which have instinct, do not know it.
Neither is it reason; reason does not know
anything about these ideas. When then did
they come?

We find, in studying history, one fact
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held in common by all the great teachers of
religion the world ever had. They all claim to
have got their truths from beyond, only many
of them did not know where they got them
from. For instance, one would say that an
angel came down in the form of a human
being, with wings, and said to him, “Hear, O
man, thisisthe message.”

Another says that a Deva, a bright
being, appeared to him. A third says he
dreamed that his ancestor came and told him
certain things. He did not know anything
beyond that. But this is common that all claim
that this knowledge has come to them from
beyond, not through their reasoning power.
What does the science of Yoga teach? It
teachesthat they wererightin claiming thatall
this knowledge came to them from beyond
reasoning, but that it came from within
themselves.

All ethics, all human action and all
human thought,hang upon this one idea of
unselfishness.

The whole idea of human life can be putinto
that one word, unselfishness.

The Yogi teaches that the mind itself
has a higher state of existence, beyond reason,
a superconscious state, and when the mind
gets to that higher state, then this knowledge,
beyond reasoning, comes to man.
Metaphysical and transcendental knowledge
comes to that man. This state of going beyond
reason, transcending ordinary human nature,
may sometimes come by chance toa man who
does not understand its science; he, as it were,
stumbles upon it. When he stumbles upon it,
he generally interprets it as coming from
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outside. So this explains why an inspiration, or
transcendental knowledge, may be the same
in different countries, but in one country it will
seem to come through an angel, and in
another through a Deva, and in a third through
God. What does it mean? It means that the
mind brought the knowledge by its own
nature, and that the finding of the knowledge
was interpreted according to the belief and
education of the person through whom it
came. The real fact is that these various men,
as it were, stumbled upon this superconscious
state.
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
