A careful examination of the
philosophy of Gurbani reveals that the
'paradox’ is a misunderstanding on part of our
comprehension of the nature of God, of world
and of God-devotee relationship.

Everything is created by the Command
of God, His Command cannot be stated.

Though God's command cannot be
described or understood by a mortal's mind,
Satguru Nanak Dev Ji has clarified that this
incomprehensible command is of the one
God, who has created the whole world.
Further, Satguru Jisays:

JIH niefd Ag & Ifg JaH & afE ||
Everyoneis bound by God's Command, noneis
outside of it.

In Sikhism, Hukam (“divine order”)
signifies the all-pervading natural law by
which the universe operates. Within this
cosmic framework, humans possess
genuine—but not absolute—free will: the
ability to make moral choices whose
consequences unfold according to Hukam.
Thus, “everythingis decided and done by God”
refers to the ultimate sovereignty of Divine
Law, not the negation of human responsibility.
Hukam (Punjabi J&H; from Arabic hukm,

“command”) is the divine order that governs
Af3gar

birth, death, karma and the laws of
nature.Hukam operates like natural laws
(gravity, karma) that no one can override. It is
immanent- presentin every eventand choice.

Sikhism endorses a “soft determinism”
Freedom lies in choosing thought, speech, and
deeds.Accountability follows: every choice
generates karmic consequences that Hukam
enforces.Like a playwright who foresees every
actor's decisioninadrama, God's omniscience
does not rob actors of their ability to perform
freely; rather, it weaves their choices into the
narrative of Hukam.

Within this framework, human beings
are endowed with real agency: the capacity to
shape their inner life through intentions, to
mold their speech through honest expression
and to direct their actions toward compassion
or cruelty. Yet this freedom is always exercised
within the contours of Hukam, much as every
thought or movement arises and subsides in
the broader field of Divine Will. Thus, when
the scriptures affirm that “everything is done
by God,” they are emphasizing that no event
transpires outside the bounds of this cosmic
law, even as individuals bear full responsibility
for their choices. Every decision generates
subtle karmic impressions which Hukam, like a
just arbiter, brings to fruition in due course. In
this way, Sikhism presents a synthesis of
sovereignty and responsibility: God's
omnipotence is affirmed in the seamless
operation of natural and moral laws, while
human dignity is upheld in the genuine
freedom to choose one's path and to respond
to life's circumstances with awareness,
courage and ethical resolve.

An Honourary Magistrate Khan
Muhammad Shah produced some information
regarding the involvement of Kukas in this
crime but Mr. Christie did not consider it
worthwhile. Mr. Reynell G. Taylor, Sessions
Judge and Commissioner Amritsar Division, in
his memorandum on this episode written in
1873) commenting on the attitude of Mr.
Christie, writes,“Unfortunately, Mr. Christie
had fallen into the hands of men who were
interested in misleading him, and he gave up,
as we now know, the only valuable clue
obtained.”

As a result of Mr. Christie's enquiry, 12
persons were named as accused of murder of
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9417049417

butchers.“But the Court, after examining
them, records its opinion that the whole story
told might very easily have been arranged by
collusion. There is no tangible fact by which the
narrations might receive solidity” (Para 12 of
Memorandum)However on 25 July Magistrate
sentthe 12 accused to Session Court for trial.

MURDER OF BUTCHETRS AT RAIKOT

Major F.M. Birch, Deputy
Commissioner, Amritsar in his letter No.423,
dated 1" July 1871, addressed to the
Commissioner, Amritsar Division, had
expressed satisfaction that “It has not been
followed up here or elsewhere by repeated
assaults of Hindoos on Mahomedans.” For
him, it was still a matter for congratulations.
Divisional Commissioner while writing to
Punjab Government endorsed Deputy
Commissioner's views. But the happenings at
Raikot on the night of 15" July, exactly after
one month of the murder of butchers at
Amritsar, was a rebuff to this statement.

After carrying out the operation of
killing the butchers in Amritsar, the
perpetrators divided themselves in two
groups. The three Bhagwan Singh, Lachhman
Singh and Gulab Singh along with Ratan Singh
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came to Malwa to which area Ratan Singh
belonged. Here they planned to murder the
butchers at Raikot. For this purposethree
kukas Mastan Singh, Gurmukh Singh and
Maingal Singh, all residents of village Pitho,
joined them and the plan was executed on
16thJuly.

The following documents unfold what
happened at Raikot.

Service Telegram

17" July 1871

From -Simla To - Rajpura

To—His Highness Maharaja, Patiala

A cruel and cowardly murder has been
perpetrated at Raikot, two persons being
killed and seven wounded, mostly women and
children.The murderers have been traced to
Cheeneewala,in Patiala territory.The
Lieutenant-Governor calls upon your Highness
to take the most energetic measures for the
arrest of these cowardly assassins.

No. 177, dated 18" July 1871

From- L. Cowan, Esq., Offg. Deputy
Commissioner, Ludhiana

To — The Offg. Commissioner and
Superintendent Ambala Division.

My telegram and demi-official notes of
the past two days will have informed you of
the outrage perpetrated at Raikot, in the
district, on the night of 15" instant, | now
proceed to give you connected account of all
the circumstances of the most lamentable
affair which have as yet come to my
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knowledge, and of the steps taken for the
discovery and apprehension of the offenders.

2. Between 9 and 10 AM on the 16th
instant | received a Police report to the effect
that on the previous night about 11 o'clock, a
body of men, estimated at from 15 to 20 in
number, armed with swords and “gundassas”
(a sort of chopper for cutting fodder) had
made a sudden attack on the butchers' quarter
at Raikot (a town about 38 miles from
Ludhiana by road), and had killed two
persons,a man and a woman, and wounded
severely seven others, chiefly women and
children.

3. | telegraphed this information to
you, anddesired the Civil Surgeon to proceed
as soon as possible to attend to the wounded,
whose injuries were too severe to permit of
their being moved.l also requested the District
Superintendent ofPolice to give instructions to
his Deputy Inspectors throughout the district
to have the butchers' quarters in their
respective towns watched during the night till
further orders, and before 12 noon
accompanied by Mr. Hatchell,District
Superintendent, | left Ludhiana for Raikot.

4. There was some delay at Jugraon,
where we left the metalled road,in procuring
carriage for the remaining 15 miles of Cutcha
road. It was nearly 5 P.M. when we left
Jugraon, and we arrived too late at night to do
much more than make general enquiries.

5. At daylight on the 17", | visited the
butchers'mohulla. There is a small ragged
hamlet containing in all three habitable flat-
roofed houses, with the remains of
courtyards, all of which have been allowed to
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decay, till the place is quite exposed and
unprotected. These huts are about 10 paces
from what at this season is a large pool of
water, and at the edge of this water on one
side are thrown the bones of the animals
slaughtered. Asort of lane,flooded for a
distance 50 yards, lies in front of the houses.
The following gives the rough idea of the
place:--

There are no other habitations near.
Two butchers, named Ranja and Boota, with
their families, live and follow their calling in
this place. On the night of the 15th instant
Boota was absent, having gone to Ludhiana to
appeal against the recent order of the
Tahsildar of Jugraon, fining him Rs. 10 on the
complaint of the Municipal Committee and
the Mahomedan Lumberdars of Raikot that he
defiled the water lying near the dwelling by
throwing into it the bones of the slaughtered
animals. Ranja was at his home on the 15",
and, in addition to the families of these two
owners of the mohullah, there were sleeping
there on the night in question a Goojar
namedDusoundhi, with his wife and three
children (the youngest 20 days old), and
Akhoo,a Mahomedan Rajpoot. Dusoundhihad
gone with his family to visit Ranja, and was
detained for a day by the weakness of his wife,
occasioned by recent childbirth. Akhoowas
passing through Raikot, and put up with Ranja.

6. On the night of the 15th Raja and
MussamatNooriewere sleeping on the roof of
the house.Boota's wife and his visitors were
scattered about on charpoys on the bit of
ground between the house and the
water.About 11P.M. they were all asleep
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except MussamatNoorie, who rose to smoke a
hooka on the roof, when the gang of men
armed with swords (anexamination of the
wounds shows that they were all inflicted with
swords) appeared in front of the house and
commenced to hack at the sleepers down
below. Ranja and his two companions on the
roof made their escape by jumping off the rear
wall of the house, Nooriehurting herself in the
fall, and ran calling for help towards the town.
A Daffadar of Chowkeedars was going his
rounds outside the wall of the town, and
returned atonce to the butchers' house, but by
the time the murderers had made their
escape.They were heard to go through the
waterinthe lane facing the house.

7. The following is a list of killed and
wounded: --

1. Dussoundhi,Goojar, -- dead.

2.Bussan, Dussoundhi'swife, -- dead.

3. Ranja (child of Dussoundhi), 4 years
—dying, hacked all

over.

4. A child of Dussoundhi (20 days old),
dying, leftarm cut off.

5. MussumatRohantie, daughter of
Dussoundhi, (20 years),

dying, head cut open, and three other
wounds.

6. MussumaKownie, Buta's wife,

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From this list it will be seen that the two
butchers whose murder was evidently
intended have escaped, -- the victims being
strangers temporarily residing in their house
and a part of the family of one of the butchers
(Boota). The cries of the people attacked were
distinctly heard at the Police Station, about
500 yards distant.The Deputy Inspector (a
Mahomedan)was absent in the interior, the
second officer in charge (also aMahomedan)
was suffering from fever.The remaining Police,
however, turned out and went to the spot; but
no clue was to be found,excepting a piece of
yellow rag, which had apparently formed part
of the covering of a sword scabbard.A strong
wind is said to have been blowing, and it was
not possible to light torches and to follow at
once on the track; moreover, there was no
tracker at the Police Station. Some valuable
hours were thus lost.It was not till daylight, or
around 5 hours afterwards, that the tracks of
eight men were taken up and followed, with
difficulty (owing to the obliteration of the
footprints by the drift sand), to the village of
Jullaldeewal, 3 cossfrom Raikot.At this spot
the tracks of two men were lost. They
diverged from the other tracks, and efforts are
still being made to recover them. The tracks of
the remaining six men were then followed up
past two villages, in the Patiala territory,
whose Lamberdarsturned and carried the
tracks beyond their borders to the villager
Cheeneewalla, in the Patiala territory, where
they were lost, apparently close to the village.
Search is being made inCheeneewallaand |
have sent out the Vakeel of His Highness the
Maharajah ofPatiala stationed at thiscourt to
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give assistance.

8. The wounded persons and those
who escaped state that they could not identify
any of the assailants.They noticed that they
were naked,with the exception of a lion-cloth,
and there was nothing to denote to what
religion or tribe they belonged. | have had
searchmade in the pool of water for any
weapons which may have been thrown away,
but hitherto without success.

9. The greater portion of the 17th
instant was passed in taking depositions and
making enquiries from the influential men of
the neighborhood, as Rai Ahmud Ally, of
Tulwundie, ShureefHussain, ofJugraon
andothers; but excepting, that the tracks were
being followed up in the Patiala state by
twoDeputy Inspectors of Police, accompanied
by numerous trackers (the District
Superintendent remained at Raikot to receive
reports), we were completely failed. One clue
was obtained, which may yet prove of value. A
man named Ghodaya came forward to say that
on the 13", as he was going to Ludhiana, he
met two men, apparently Sikhs, near Hulwara,
and that the same two men came to his well
near Raikot to drink on the evening of the 15th
instant, just before the murders took place.
Mussumat Noorie says that on the 15th two
men whose description answers to the
description given by Ghodaya of the two men
he met, accosted her close to her house,
asking her where the road led to, and how
much water there was in the pond. The
statement of Ghodaya and Noorie with regard
to these two men appear to be trustworthy,
and there is apparently some corroboration of
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them in the factthatthe track of two men left
the tracks of the others after going short
distance with them; but unfortunately this
manGhodaya could not resist the opportunity
of serving out an enemy, and he makes these
two suspicious characters enquire for a
leading Hindu who had obtained a decree
against Ghodayaon the 14th instant, and he
pretends to have heard this Hindu's brother
urge his brother to go and “finish this work at
once” — meaning, Ghodayahas no doubt, the
massacre of the butchers. Acareful enquiry is
being made after these two men in Hulwara
and its neighborhood. | have offered a reward
of Rs. 1000 for such information as will lead to
the apprehension and conviction of the
offenders, and a free pardon to one member
of the gang who will confess and prove the
guilt of the others.

10. The general belief is that this crime
has been committed by the same gang who
committed the murders at Amritsar. The
sympathies of even the respectable Hindoos
are with the victims of this outrage, and | really
believe they will join the Mahomedan
gentlemen who are interesting themselves in
the case to discover the culprits. There is not
the slightest cause for supposing that this
affair was planned in the Raikot or in its
neighborhood.

On the contrary, the probabilities are
all against this supposition. | hope today to
hear the result of the search at Cheeneewalla
and will report to you at once whatever may
come to my knowledge bearing on the case; at
present | feel but small hope of the speedy
capture of the assassins, but no efforts shall be
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wanting to follow up the clue I have.
