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The immortal sacrifices of the “chaarsahibzaade”

The history of humanity is marked by
countless stories of courage, but few episodes
shine as luminously as the sacrifices of the four
sons of the tenth Sikh Guru, Sri Guru Gobind
Singh Ji. Reverently remembered as the
“Chaar Sahibzaade”, Baba Ajit Singh Ji, Baba
Jujhar Singh Ji, and the younger Sahibzaade,
“Baba Zorawar Singh Ji” and “Baba Fateh Singh
Ji,” occupy a unique place in the annals of
moral courage, youthful heroism, and
unwavering faith. Their martyrdom is not
merely a Sikh narrative; it is a universal
chronicle of standing for righteousness evenin
the face ofimpossible odds.

A Legacy Rooted In Spiritual Resolve

Guru Gobind Singh Ji envisioned a
human society based on equality, justice, and
fearlessness. In 1699, when he created the
Khalsa, he gave the world an order of saint-
soldiers who would protect the oppressed and
stand firmly against tyranny. His four sons-
raised in this atmosphere of discipline,
devotion, and valour-imbibed the principles of
the Khalsa from their earliest years. Their
upbringing was not marked by privilege, but
by responsibility. From childhood, they trained
in martial arts, studied scriptures, and
cultivated spiritual strength. Their sacrifices
would become the foundation stones of Sikh
identity, inspiring generations to choose moral
courage over compromise.

The Martyrdom Of Elder Sahibzaade
AfsHar

Theturn of the 18th century was atime
of intense persecution for the Sikhs. Mughal
forces, in alliance with hill chieftains, sought to
eliminate the growing influence of Guru
Gobind Singh Ji. In December 1704 (or 1705 by
some historical accounts).When Guru Gobind
Singh Ji along with a small band of Sikhs found
themselves besieged in the fortress of
Chamkaur, here, the two elder Sahibzaade-
Baba Ajit Singh Ji, around 18 years of age , and
Baba Jujhar Singh Ji, around 14 -etched their
names permanently into history.As the
Mughal army, numbering in the tens of
thousands, closed in on December 22nd of
1704, Guru Gobind Singh Ji's sons volunteered
to face them, upholding the Khalsa code of
defending righteousness. Baba Ajit Singh Ji
was the first to step forward. With his father's
permission and blessings, he led a small
contingent of Sikhs into battle, displaying
remarkable bravery and strategic skill. Though
heavily outnumbered, Baba Ajit Singh Ji fought
valiantly until he achieved martyrdom.
Moments later, Baba Jujhar Singh Ji, still in the
early years of adolescence, asked for
permission to follow his elder brother's path.
Guru Gobind Singh Ji, though a father,
remained a spiritual guide first. With a steady
heart, he blessed his young son. Baba Jujhar
Singh Ji led another small group of Sikhs into
the battlefield, fighting with astonishing
courage. Eyewitnesses described him as
Aoedt 2026
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resembling a seasoned warrior, despite his
youth. He, too, attained martyrdom at
Chamkaur, refusing to retreat or surrender.
Their sacrifices on 22nd of December, 1704,
were not only heroic but symbolic: the
message was clear-age is no barrier to
courage, and righteousness demands both
faith and action.

Innocence confronts tyranny

After being separated, Mata Gujri Ji
and the two younger Sahibzaade came under
the care of Gangu, an old servant of the Guru's
household. Pretending to help them, Gangu
took them to his home in village Kheri. But
driven by greed for wealth he imagined they
carried, he betrayed them. Gangu informed
the authorities of SIRHIND, hoping for a
reward.

Soon, officials of the Suba of Sirhind
arrived and arrested Mata Gujri Ji and the two
young Sahibzaade on 23rd of December. They
were taken to the Fort of Sirhind, placed under
the custody of the cruel Nawab Wazir Khan.

The old grandmother of Chhotte
Sahibzaade, Mata Guijri Ji, too was held captive
and they all were made to spend nights in the
freezing cold “Thanda Burz” of Sirhind, in the
month of December. Though this “Thanda
Burz” was used as a summer retreat by
officials of Nawab, it was extremely
uncomfortable in the freezing winters of
December especially for elderly Mata Guijri Ji
and the two younger sons of Guru Gobind
Singh Ji.

This episode stands as one of the most

profound sacrifices in Sikh history, symbolizing
AfsHar

unshakable faith, courage, and commitment
torighteousness-even by children.

Now ,when the elder Sahibzaade
fought on the battlefield of Chamkaur sahib
and attained martyrdom, the Mughal
governor, Wazir Khan of Sirhind attempted to
force “Chhotte Sahibzaade” to renounce their
faithand embrace Islam.

What unfolded at Sirhind remains one
of the most poignant episodes in world
history. The young boys, firm in their spiritual
convictions, refused every threat and every
inducement. They were told they would be
granted royal comforts, authority, and safety if
they abandoned the path of the Khalsa.
Instead, they responded with calm dignity,
declaring that they would never forsake the
teachings of their father or the principles of
Sikhism.

According to Historians, the two
younger Sahibzaade were brought to the court
of Wazir Khan for the 1st time on 24th
December 1704 .They were offered a safe and
comfortable life if they agreed to convert to
Islam. However, both the princes refused the
offer calmly showing no fear. Atthis, a courtier,
Suchanand abused them and asked Nawab
Wazir Khan to show no mercy saying that the
children of a snake are always venomous.

Both the young princes were again
brought to the court on 25th of December
1704, The various methods adopted by the
men of NAWAB to pressure Chhotte
Sahibzaade to convert failed as nothing could
shake the determination and faith of the

Chhotte Sahibzaade.
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A furious and enraged Wazir Khan
ordered their execution by bricking them alive
in awall on the very next day. At this, Nawab of
Malerkotla, who was present in the court
opposed this cruel punishment by Wazir Khan
butinvain.

It was the saddest part of the Indian
history on December 26th, 1704 when the two
younger sons of Sri Guru Gobind Singh Ji were
bricked alive in Sirhind on the orders of
Mughal Nawab Wazir Khan.

As the wall slowly rose around them,
the children remained steady, reciting
Gurbaani and Prayers. The cruelty reached its
end when the wall collapsed, unable to stand
structurally on and the princes ,who were still
alive but unconscious, were executed
thereafter

Their grandmother, Mata Gujri Ji,
hearing of their fate while held in freezing
custody at ” Thanda Burz”, too left this world
shortly thereafter.

Thus, the youngest martyrs, the
“ChhotteSahibzaade” ever recorded in world
history shed their blood not on a battlefield
but in a court of tyranny, demonstrating that
spiritual resolve can be mightier than physical
force.

The Sacrifices That Transcends Time

The martyrdom of the “Chaar
Sahibzaade” is not a mere historical event. It is
a defining moment in the narrative of human
rights, resistance to oppression, and the
triumph of conscience. Their sacrifices
strengthened the Sikh struggle for justice and

ensured that the flame of the Khalsa ideology
Af3gar

would burn brightly through the centuries.

Guru Gobind Singh Ji, despite enduring
personal loss, remained steadfast. His
response reflected unparalleled spiritual
strength. He declared:

“IN PUTTRAN KE SEES PAR,
VAAR DIYYE SUTT CHAAR,
CHAAR MUYEE TO KYA HUA,
JEEVAT KAI HAZAAR!”

(I'have sacrificed my four sons. So what

With this, he transformed personal
tragedy into collective purpose.

Gurudwara Fatehgarh Sahib Ji stands
at the site of martyrdom of Chhotte
Sahibzaade, whereas Gurudwara Jyoti Sarup ji
marks the place where funeral of these
princes were performed by Dewan Todar Mal
ji, a wealthy trader of Sirhind who sacrificed
his all material possessions and wealth just to
acquire a small piece of land from Wazir Khan,
required for the funeral of Chhotte Sahibzaade
in Sirhind.

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MURDER OF BEEF BUTCHERS

BY KUKAS

The sentence was annulled in appeal
under the direction of Mr. Cust, the then
Judicial Commissioner.

5. Ruling by Judicial Commissioner
that sale of beef in city cannot be forbidden,
but Magistrate can proceed under Section 62,
Act XXV. of 1861.

The Judicial Commissioner followed
this up by an order of his Court on the
revision side, No. 128, Criminal case,
certified by Major Farrington, Sessions
Judge of Amritsar Division, of 29th June
1863.This paperwould befoundamongthe
records of the Chief Court. It pointed out
that Section 291 was wholly inapplicable to
the case as tried; but showed how an
offence of the kind could be dealt with
under Section 62 of the Criminal Procedure
Code and be punished under Section 188 of
the Penal Code. The Judicial Commissioner
goes on to say: "It may be convenient,
therefore, to rule, once for all, that the sale
of beef has not been forbidden in the city of
Amritsar, nor under the existing Criminal
Law can it be forbidden. If the Magistrate
considers that the sale of beef or the

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exposure of beef for sale at any particular
place, say a place of Hindu worship, is likely
to cause a riot or affray, he may, under
Section 62 of the Procedure Code, issue the
order forbidding the sale," &c. But Judicial
Commissioner goes on to show that the
application of this procedure can only be
localandtemporary.
6. Cause of the dissatisfaction and the result.
This ruling was acquiesced in by the
Hindus, and would not seem to have been
much abused by the Muhammadans, as, eight
years after, when difficulty arose, there
appears to have been only a rumour of one
shop having been established. But the Court
imagines that the hawking or conveying about
of meat for sale in baskets had been very
freely, and perhaps carelessly, adopted by the
Muhammadans, no proper precautions
having been taken to screen the meat from
public gaze. This and the great increase of kine
slaughtering which accidental circumstances
had led to, had gradually caused
dissatisfaction to the Ilindus; and this
evidently resulted in open acts expressive of
their distressand annoyance.
Aoedt 2026
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7. One Dewa Singh lays a beef-bone before
the Granth in the Darbar Temple.

The most remarkable act with this
object was that of one Dewa Singh, who took a
beef-bone into the Darbar Temple, and laid it
down before the Granth. The Commissioner,
Major Davies, in his letter No. 150 of 21st June
1871, writes of this mischievous act :—"This
had effect at once of setting in a blaze the
feelings which had for some time been quietly
smouldering, and from that time crowds of
Sikhs and Hindus began to assemble. An
agitation was set on foot having for its object
the complete suppression of kine-killing in or
about the holy city, and several affrays took
place on the slightest pretexts between the
Hindus and Muhammadans of the city.”

8. The butchers are threatened by an
Akali.The policy adopted by Major Birch.

Major Birch, Deputy Commissioner,
reported, in his letter No. 344 of 8th May 1871,
that on the 3rd of April 1871, Mr. Macdonald,
Inspector of Meat Markets, reported that an
Akali had threatened the butchers, who were
in great commotion. The rest of this letter of
the Deputy Commissioner is worthy of
perusal, as it shows the strongly agitated
feeling that existed. He says in one place: "I
have taken my stand strongly, amidst
conflicting interests, on the following two
points -1st, that beef shall be slaughtered and
sold as before, i. e., slaughtered outside the
city and sold within, but cloaked; 2nd, that the
innovations complained of, such as the
establishment of shops and the exposed sale

of meat, shall be prohibited pending the
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orders of Government."

The Court notes with regard to this
that it has been unable to ascertain from the
correspondence whether any shops existed,
butitbelievesthere were none.

9. Further disturbances occur and 22
Hindurioters are tried.

In another place Major Birch notes:-"It
was necessary to re-assure the butchers who
had not killed beef for three days." A second
letter of the 15th of May, from the same
Officer to the Commissioner (Major Davies),
reports further disturbance, on account of
which it became necessary to put 22 Hindu
riotersontheir trial.

Dewa Singh punished.

Dewa Singh, the man who took the

beef-bone into the Darbar Temple, was
sentencedtothreeyears'imprisonment.
10. Major Davies, Officiating Commissioner,
addresses Municipal body, and is
subsequently assured that the excitement is
dying out.

Towards the end of May the
excitement appeared to have quieted down
considerably. Major Davies, the Commissioner
had arrived on the 20th, and on the 22nd
attended a meeting of the Municipal body, and
addressed them, explaining the whole of the
orders of Government in the matter of the
slaughter of kine from the beginning. He
considered the tone of this meeting good, and
he writes that he "subsequently received daily
visits from the native officials and leading
gentry of the place, Musalman and Hindu, and

allassured me that the feeling of excitement
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was rapidly dying out." He goes on, however,
to say that on the 30th May he became aware
"by certain signs that the remnants of the
feeling of antagonism, which had been excited
by the recent disturbances between the
Hindus and Muhammadans of the city, still
lingered." He then describes the Hindus not,
as had always been the custom, making use of
the vessels prepared by the Muhammadan
potters for them on a particular festival, and
the brass workers refusing to buy old brass
vessels from the Musalmans, on the ground
that they might have cooked the flesh of kine
inthem.

Major Davies, in consequence of certain

Major Davies made further
endeavours to allay this ill-feeling, and
apparently with better success. He held
another Darbar on the 3rd of June, at which all
the Sardars, Honorary Magistrates, Municipal
Members and Mohalladars were present, and
he again impressed upon them the necessity
of relinquishing animosity and agitation, as it
could only lead to serious evils, punishment,
&c. The result of the Darbar was considered
good. No overt acts had occurred for two
weeks, so Major Davies left on the 4th of June
for Gurdaspur.

The slaughter-yard is attacked, and 4
butcherskilled and 3 wounded.

All remained tranquil from the 4th to
the 14th, when the butchers' slaughter-yard
outside the city of Amritsar was suddenly
attacked at mid-night of the 14th, and 4
butchers killed and 3 wounded. The whole of
the assailants made good their escape, and it
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remained for a long time unknown who, or of
what classes, the perpetrators were.
Suspicion is thrown on the Akalis.

Suspicion was at first thrown on the
Akalis, from the fact of a piece of blue cloth
and a quoit being found near the spot. These,
it subsequently appeared, had been left
purposely to throw the Police on the wrong
scent. Major Davies had at once returned to
Amritsar, and every means was adopted by the
Civil Officers and Police for getting a clue to the
origin and perpetrators of the crime.

11. Numerous arrests are made of the city
people.

It was certainly not unnatural after all
that had occurred that that clue should have
been looked for in the firstinstance among the
classes of the city who had lately shown such
strong feeling in the matter of the slaughter of
kine. Mr. Turton Smith, District Super
intendent of Police, in a letter written at the
time, mentions that numerous arrests were
made of the city people on information
obtained from various sources.

Mr. Christie who has been specially
summoned arrives and takes up the
enquiry.Mr. Christie rejects as valueless
investigations made previous to his arrival.
Mr. Christie is attracted by the information of
two constables regarding the inquiries made
by one Hira Singh, who is a relation of a Kuka,
Fatteh Singh.

And these investigations had gone on
for nine days, when Mr. Christie, District
Superintendent of Police, arrived, having been

specially summoned from Dharmsalah at the
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suggestion of influential Natives in Amritsar,
and on account of his known sagacity in such
matters, to take charge of the detective
machinery. Mr. Turton Smith mentions that
Mr. Christie examined the cases in which
investigations had proceeded to a certain
point, but finding that nothing tangible had
been arrived at, he threw them aside as
valueless. The whole month from the 14th
June, when the attack on the Amritsar
slaughter-yards took place, up to the 15th of
July, when the attack on the Raikot slaughter-
yards occurred, was occupied in these
investigations. Mr. Christie arrived after 9 days
had elapsed, i. e., on the 24th of June, and at
once, after examination of what had been
done gave up all the threads that had
previously been followed up, and then
commenced his own examination. He appears
to have been attracted by an entry in the City
Police Report of 21st of June (suspiciously late
in the day the Court would note) wherein it
was noted that Karm Bakhsh and Pir Bakhsh,
City Police Constables, had given information
that, when they were on duty at the shambles
prior to the murders, one Hira Singh Bhatra
had visited the guard and made enquiries
regarding its strength, the number of sentries,
and the time when the members of the guard
absented themselves for their meals. On this
Mr. Christie sent for this Hira Singh, and
confronted him with the constables, and he
acknowledged the truth of their assertions.
The Court notes that Mr. Turton Smith
in a letter to Colonel Baillie ---- October 1871,
states that this Hira Singh is a close relation by
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marriage of Futteh Singh, Kuka, one of the
butcher murderers, who has since been
hanged.
12. Hira Singh makes a confession implicating
himself, one Aya and one Jai Ram. The latter
confirms the statements made by the former.
Hira Singh, on the 3rd of July, made a
full confession to Mr. Christie, implicating
himself and one Aya. This man was
summoned, and confessed on the 7th July.
Both Hira's and Aya's statements were made
under the promise of pardon. Hira's statement
had also implicated Jai Ram Seth, who made a
full statement before the Magistrate, Major
Birch confirming Hira's and Aya's statements,
and confessing to a principal's share, as an
instigator, in the murder of the butchers in his
own case. The statements of these 3 men,
Hira, Aya, and Jai Ram Seth, were made
certainly with a considerable amount of
circumstantial accompaniment, which gave
them a plausible appearance. But the Court,
after examining them, records its opinion that
the whole story told might very easily have
been arranged by collusion. There is no
tangible fact by which the narrations might
receive solidity, with the exception of the
incident, which the Court believes probably
actually occurred, of Hira Singh's having
played the spy at the butchers' slaughter-yard
before the murders, and his having seen and
conversed with the men of the guard. The
Court has above noted that the mention of this
by the two constables of the guard, Karm
Bakhsh and Pir Bakhsh, came suspiciously late;

butitisyetinclinedto believe that the thing
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really occurred, as one of the butchers on the
spot, Shubrati, also spoke to the fact of Hira's
having come to the slaughter-yards, asking
guestions. It was through the statements of
Karm Bakhsh and Pir Bakhsh, as previously
narrated, that Mr. Christie first heard of Hira;
anditis not surprising that the genuine fact, as
the Court conceives it to be, that Hira had
acted the spy at the slaughter-houses, had
been thought to give great solidity to his
accusations against the men first
apprehended and accused of the crime.

Khan Muhammad Shah, an Honorary
Magistrate,gives information tending to cast
suspicion on the Kukas.

It must have been about the time, 12th
July, when Jai Ram was apparently speaking
out distinctly all that had happened, that Khan
Muhammad Shah, an Honorary Magistrate,
and a man of great respectability, produced
some information, which was calculated to
cast some doubt on the correctness of the line
of enquiry which Mr. Christie was taking up
under the influence of the statements of Hira,
Aya, &c. Colonel Baillie, in his letter No. 1702
of the 9th October 1871, thus writes of this
information :--" Later in the enquiry, viz.,
about the 12th July, one of the Honorary
Magistrates (Khan Muhammad Shah)
produced some information, which first of all
tended to cast suspicion on Kukas." Khan
Muhammad Shah himself stated to the
Magistrate in the case "Crown versus Hira and
Aya" with regard to the information alluded to
as follows:-" Major Davies and Major Birch at
the time had exhorted the gentlemen of the
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city to speak the truth in this matter. In
accordance with this and striving to please
Government, | tried to discover the
perpetrators. Nihal Singh, of the Ahluwalia
cast, | called, and told him of the Rs. 1,000
reward offered by Government, and also
promised additional reward from my own
purse if he could discover anything. He took to
himself two other persons, Gurmukh Singh
and Kawan Singh; | gave them funds. They said
"We will say wherever we go that we had part
in the murders at Amritsar, and we must have
letters of protection, in order that in any case
we may not be arrested by Government." |
obtained these letters from Mr. Christie. After
some days they came with information to me; |
gave thisinformation to Mr. Christie.

13. Mr. Christie abandons the clue
given by Khan Muhammad Shah's
information, which subsequent events prove
to have been a mistake.

With regard to the character of the
information given by Khan Muhammad Shah
Major Davies wrote in his letter No. 902, of the
16th September 1871, as follows :-"The two
leading men of the Kuka sect referred to by
Major Birch in para. 4 of his letter as having
been arrested were Lehna Singh and Rurh
Singh. They were arrested on information
furnished by Khan Muhammad Shah Bahadar,
and there is little doubt that if the clue then
obtained had been vigorously acted on the
real facts of the murder would have been
discovered. Unfortunately, Mr. Christie had
fallen into the hands of men who were

interested in misleading him, and he gave up,
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as we now know, the only valuable clue
obtained before the disclosures made by
Gulab Singh, one of the Raikot murderers, put
the Police on the right track. The arrests in
question were made with my full knowledge
and concurrence. The information on which
the arrests were made was to the effect that a
few days before the butcher murders took
place there was a large assembly of Kukas from
Lopoki and other villages in the neigh-
bourhood at the house of Lehna Singh, Kuka,
and that the sacrifice called "hom" had been
celebrated there, Rurh Singh assisting. These
and other facts, | may add, have since been
established in evidence at the late trial held by
me at Amritsar; and of the two above-named
persons Lehna Singh has been sentenced to
transportation for life for actively abetting the
murders. There was clearly, therefore, no
unnecessary interference on the part of the
Police with the leaders of the Kuka sect in this
instance."

14. The opinion held by Major Davies
and Colonel Baillie regarding the culpability
of Kukas.

Colonel Baillie states, in his letter No.
1702, of the 9th October 1871, to address of
Colonel Macandrew, Officiating Inspector-
General of Police, that, although Mr. Christie
would not entertain the idea of the culpability
of the Kukas conveyed by the information
given by Khan Muhammad Shah, Major Davies
and himself were of opinion that an
endeavour should be made to follow up the
clue given, and Mr. Turton Smith was
entrusted with the task, and was engaged in it
when his labors were interrupted by the Raikot
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confessions.

15. One of Mr. Christie's spies gives
information regarding the determination of
the Kukas to put a stop to cow-killing, and the
manner in which they intend to carry out
their object.

Later than this information of Khan
Muhammad Shah's, but before the Raikot
murderers had spoken out, viz., on the 26th of
July, one of Mr. Christie's own spies had given
the following information, along with a good
deal more matter to the same effect:-

In remembering them, society pays
tribute not just to four extraordinary children
but to an idea-that truth is worth defending,
whatever the cost. Waheguruji!.
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
