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The Namdhari Contribution to India's Freedom Struggle

The Indian freedom struggle
witnessed contributions from a vast spectrum
of communities and movements. Among
them, the Namdhari Sikhs, often referred to as
Kukas, played a distinct and impactful role
rooted in religious revivalism, social reform,
and early resistance to British colonialism.
Their movement, spearheaded by Satguru
Ram Singh, laid the groundwork for Swadeshi,
non-cooperation, and national awakening,
much before these became mainstream
strategiesinthe national movement.

Origins of the Namdhari Movement

The Namdhari movement was
initiated by Baba Balak Singh (1785-1862),
who revived the Sikh tradition of monotheism,
emphasized NaamSimran (meditation on
God's name), and introduced Anand Karaj
(reformist Sikh marriage). However, it was
Satguru Ram Singh (1816-1885) who
transformed this spiritual mission into a force
of socio-political activism. A devout follower
of Sikh tenets, Ram Singh aimed to revive the
Khalsa ideals, promote internal discipline, and
ultimately liberate the country from British
rule.

On Baisakhi 1857, coinciding with the
Indian uprising, he formed the Sant Khalsa,
initiating members with Khande-di-Pahul
(Amrit). He established a network of Subas
(regional deputies) to spread the movement
throughout Punjab. His emphasis on spiritual
purity, vegetarianism, truthfulness, and social
reform created a disciplined cadre of followers

who were deeply devoted to their Guru and
the mission of national regeneration.
Early Resistance Against British Rule

Ram Singh's Namdhari movement
posed one of the earliest organized threats to
British colonial authority. The British
perceived the movement's activities—its
alternative governance, parallel justice
systems, boycott of colonial institutions, and
internal military training—as subversive. Ram
Singh's instructions to his followers were
radical for their time: do not use British goods,
do not attend British schools, avoid colonial
courts, and do not work in British offices.
These were pioneering principles that
predated Mahatma Gandhi's Swadeshi and
Non-Cooperation strategies by decades.

Ram Singh even attempted diplomatic
outreach to Nepal and Russia for support
against British rule and established a Kuka
regiment in Kashmir under Hira Singh.
Although ultimately unsuccessful, these
attempts underscore the movement's political
foresight and its desire for an armed
revolution.

The 1872 Malerkotla Incident and British
Repression

The most striking confrontation
occurred when the British allowed cow
slaughter and beef trading in Punjab, including
in religious cities like Amritsar. Deeply
offended, Namdhari followers launched a
series of raids on Muslim butchers,
particularly in Malerkotla, killing several. In
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response, the British executed 66 Namdhari
prisoners by blowing them from cannons—a
brutal act aimed at crushing the movement.
Satguru Ram Singh was exiled to Burma,
where he remained under surveillance until
his death.

Despite this state repression, the
Kukas did not retreat. They continued to
circulate SauSakhis (prophesies) predicting
British downfall and the return of Ram Singh to
establish Khalsa Raj. The Kukas also supported
the cause of Maharaja Duleep Singh, the
exiled last Sikh ruler of Punjab, believing his
return would ignite Sikh sovereignty.
Recognition by Indian Nationalists

By the 20th century, Indian nationalists
began to recognize the Namdhari legacy.
Bhagat Singh acknowledged the anti-
imperialist inspiration of the Kukas. Jawaharlal
Nehru and Dr.Rajendra Prasad paid tribute to
Satguru Ram Singh, calling him one of the early
patriots of India's freedom movement.
Namdhari ideals of self-reliance, moral
discipline, and non-cooperation were now
celebrated as foundational steps towards
national liberation.
Integration with National Movements

Under Satguru Partap Singh (1906
—-1959), the Namdharis became actively
involved in the mainstream Indian National
Congress movements. They participated in the
Non-Cooperation Movement (1920), Civil
Disobedience Movement (1930), and were
present at key Congress sessions, including the
historic Lahore Session of 1929. Namdhari
women, including Mata Jiwan Kaur,
contributed by running community kitchens at
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political gatherings.

The Namdhari organization also
formed the Kuka Congress Dal, aligning its
grassroots workers with the larger freedom
struggle. Leaders like MaharajNihal Singh and
SantNidhan Singh Alam courted arrest while
enforcing Gandhian programmesin Punjab.
Social Reforms and Parallel Governance

Even as they fought colonial rule, the
Namdharis launched a sweeping campaign of
social reforms. Satguru Ram Singh banned
dowry, female infanticide, child marriage,
intoxicants, and emphasized mass marriages
to reduce social costs. A parallel judicial and
administrative system was developed,
complete with Subas, NaibSubas, Jathedars,
and Panchayats, delivering justice based on
Khalsaideals.

Namdhari missionaries, including ragis
(singers) and dhadis (ballad singers), spread
the movement's message across villages.
Their vibrant style of reciting Gurbani and
singing heroic tales cultivated both spiritual
fervorand political awareness.
Hindu-Namdhari Relations and Cultural
Strategy

After being ostracized by dominant
Sikh institutions, especially following the 1925
Sikh Gurdwara Act, Namdhari leadership
sought cultural alliance with Hindu nationalist
organisations like AryaSamaj and Hindu
Mahasabha. Influential thinkers like Inder
Singh Chakarvarti interpreted Sikh Gurus as
avatars in the Vedic tradition, positioning the
Namdhari movement within the broader
Hindu fold to gain social and political support.

Leaders such as Bhai Parmanand and
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Swami SwatantraNand praised the Kukas for
pioneering the non-cooperation movement
and promoting Swadeshi decades before
Gandhi. While this Hindu alignment caused
friction with mainstream Sikh identity politics,
it enabled the Namdharis to maintain national
relevance.

Post-Independence Legacy

In independent India, Namdharis
continued to influence national discourse.
Under Satgurulagjit Singh, they promoted
national unity, supported Congress policies,
and engaged in rehabilitation efforts for
refugees post-Partition, especially in Sirsa
(Haryana) where they established Sri Jiwan
Nagar.

They opposed violent extremism
during the Khalistan insurgency and stood by
the Indian Constitution. Despite being
targeted by terrorists for their belief in a Deh-
Dhari Guru (living guru), they upheld the
principles of peace, pluralism, and national
harmony.

Conclusion

The Namdhari Sikhs, through the Kuka
Movement, made an unparalleled
contribution to India's freedom struggle. They
were among the first to articulate indigenous
resistance to British rule, promote Swadeshi,
and establish a disciplined socio-political
cadre grounded in Sikh ethics and spiritual
discipline. Their legacy remains an essential
chapter in the history of India's march toward
independence—a legacy of courage, reform,
and unwavering faith in the power of
righteous resistance.
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MURDER OF BEEF BUTCHERS

The four Umritsur men took the road
and went right through the town of Raikote, to
a keekur tree on the road from Raikote to
Jullaldeewal and Cheeneewal, where they
were met by Dull Sing, who had come round
through the jungle with the swords. They then
hid the swords in the furrows of a field and
dispersed a little to escape observation. Dull
Sing says he went off to Boparai and waited till
dusk when he went into Umur Sing's house.
During the afternoon a constable returning
from Cheeneewal to Raikote saw four Kookas
by a tank looking so excited, and singing and
shaking their bare heads, that he was
frightened, hid his sword under his arm and
passed by at a distance. He does not recognize
Golab Sing as one of the 4, nor yet the other
accused.

| return to Dull Sing. Umur Sing went
out to bathe, and Dull Sing states returned
with the news that the Pitokee men had
arrived. At all events, by the admission of
Umur Siugh the four swords were taken out
with some food to a party of 5 men at an
outlying well. Umur Sing says he saw they
were Kookas, and that Dull Sing told him 3
were Pitokee men and 2 Manja Sikhs. Dull Sing
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says the 3 Pitokee men were the three
accused, Mustan Sing, Goormookh Sing and
Mungul Sing. The 2 Manja men were Beer Sing
and Bhugwan Sing who had come up. It is
necessary here to trace the Pitokee men up to
this point. From the evidence of Khuzan Sing
and Mussumat Ram Kour it is proved, and the
accused admit, that they arrived (according to
Khuzan Sing shortly after sunrise, according to
them about 11 a. m.), at Khuzan Sing's Tukeya,
had their dinner at Ram Kour's, and left shortly
before sunset. Mussumat Ram Kour and
Khuzan Sing say that Ruttan Sing was with
them and before the Magistrate Mungul Sing
admitted that he saw a man whom he was told
was Ruttun Sing at the Tukeya, but before this
court they do not mention Ruttun Sing. To
return to the well near Boparai - Umur Sing
took the dishes and returned home. Dull Sing
states that he and his 5 companions went to
the keekur tree and called Golab Sing, and
Luchmun Sing answered and came up; they
then divided some goor. Beer Sing had in his
pugree, washed their hands in sand and went
on. The party now numbered 8. A little further
on they took off their superfluous clothes and
shoesand went on, down theJullaldeewal and
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Raikote road crossed the fields near two wells
into the Dudhoor and Raikote road, which is a
hollow lane, then full of water, and runs end on
against the butchers' houses. They here
agreed that if they were heard going through
the water, they should say they were camel
men. They then went through the water, saw a
number of people on charpoys in front of the
houses, and set onthem.

Dull Sing states he hit something, man,
woman or child, twice, got frightened and
went back and stood by the water. There was
now an outcry and they all ran off through the
water up the lane, across the fields, but at this
side of the walls into the Jullaldeewal road,
picked up and put on their shoes and they
found Ruttun Sing waiting for them with his
camel under some trees. Somewhat beyond
the Pitokee men left them going through the
jungle, two of them giving Dull Sing their
swords, Mungul Sing keeping his. At a peepul
tree further on Beer Sing, Golab Singh and
Luchmen Sing gave their swords to him and
kept on right through Cheeneewal. He, Ruttun
Sing and Bhugwan Sing stopped to drink and
get rid of their swords at Khuzan Sing's Takeya,
Ruttun Sing giving two, and Bhugwan Sing one
sword, to Khuzan Sing. Khuzan Sing's story
differs considerably from this. He says it was
the three Pitokee men who were with Ruttun
Sing, but as it was pitch dark, blowing a dust
storm, and Rattan Sing was the only one who
spoke, and he is himself a stupid old fellow,
and must have been greatly frightened; and,
moreover, denies Dull Sing's presence, of
which there can be no doubt, | believe he has
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no distinct recollection of the matter beyond
having had 3 swords to bury, two of which he
placed under the thorn hedge round his
Tukeya, and the third out in the sand heaps.
Dull Sing having given back Ram Sing his
sword, took the rest to his house, and on the
trackers coming to the village buried the
swords under the stack, where they were
eventually found.

To return to the scene of the murders.
The butchers' huts, which were placed there
by Mr. Ricketts sometime in 1856, stand by
themselves some 200 yards from the town
wall, and still more from the nearest gate; the
Thanah must be a quarter of a mile off. | have
been all overthe ground and seen the tracks as
far as the keekur trees. On the night in
guestion, several Goojurs, male and female,
were guests of the two butcher families; one
of the butchers was absent in Loodiana
appealing against an order of the Tehsildar
fining him for throwing carcasses into the pool
near the house, but | do not think there was
any serious grievance between them and the
Khutrees of Raikote. Runga, Mussamat Noree,
and Nabbia, were on the roofs of the houses,
the rest on charpoys below. Those above
named state they were roused about 11 P. M.,
by the noise of blows, flash of swords,
screams, &c. ; they jumped down, and the two
latter ran screaming off to the Thanah, being
met on the road by the Duffadar of
Chowkeedars, who was prompt in his succour:
when they got back to the spotthe assailants
were gone. A clever native Hakeem, Alia, was
soononthespot. He deposes that Dussondee
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and Mussamat Bussan died almost
immediately and Ranja, aged 4years, died on
the 4th day and that six others, were most
severely wounded, losing arms, fingers and
toes. One was wounded in 10, anotherin 13,
places. All the wounds, except three, which
seemed to have been done with a square-
headed wood axe, were caused by sword
cuts.

The night was so stormy that it was
impossible to go after the murderers at that
time. Next morning two trackers, Bhanga
Singh and Bhoopa, were started on the tracks,
which were clearly those of 8 men without
shoes, for some distance along the
Jullaldeewal road to a point where 7 of them
put on their shoes. At Jullaldeewal they made
a circuit to avoid the village, and among the
sand hills two tracks were lost, the remainder
ran on to Cheeneewal, and were lost within 20
paces of Khuzan Sing's Tukeya. Owing to the
wind storm which was still going on, and the
sandy broken nature of the ground the
tracking beyond Jullaldeewal seems to have
been most difficult; and when the trackers say
that six tracks were carried up to Cheeneewal
they may well be mistaken in one, or two, as
they only picked up a footstep they recognized
now and again. The trackers have since
compared the foot-prints of the 4 accused
with the tracks close to the spot, and swear
that 4 of the tracks are those of accused. Dull
Sing's being that which went without shoes
the whole way.

Enquiries were verbally made from

Khuzan Sing, who first said that three Kookas
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had passed his Tukeya towards Raikote, then
said they belonged to Pitokee, then gave their
names and showed where the swords were
hid. 1, 2 and 3 the Pitokee men were then
seized, and Khuzan Sing gave information
regarding Dull Sing, who was seized, brought
before the Magistrate at Bussian, and then
sent back to point out where he had hid the six
swords. This he did in the presence of Faiz Ali
Khan and other witnesses, who swear to there
being blood on three swords, quite fresh, with
sand sticking to it; they found also a small
piece of skin or flesh on one of the sword
handles, a chudder with pieces torn out and
marks that look like washed out blood, also a
koorta with one suspicious mark on it, also an
axe handle, were found in Goormookh Sing's
house at Pitokee. But | place little weight on
the two latter. After producing the swords Dull
Sing made his confession. Golab Sing was
seized at his village Choor Chuch on the 23rd
on Dull Sing's information.

The defence of the three Pitokee men
is the same. They say they left their village
making for Bhainee the third day, have no
witnesses of that part of their journey, stayed
at Bhainee, till the third day seeing the Gooroo
and his Soobhas. Both Gooroo and Soobhas
deny having seenthem at all of late. One of the
accused, Mungul Sing, says he consulted the
Gooroo about drowning his rich son, a fact the
Gooroo would not fail to have remembered.
Leaving Bhainee inthe afternoon they reached
Banpoor and slept there; next morning, or
rather shortly after midnight, they marched
right through to Cheeneewal, arrivingat 11 A.
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M., spend the day at Khuzan Sing's Tukeya,
eating at Mussamut Ram kour's, start again at
sunset, and spend that night in the jungle near
Raisin, where they had Kooka friends, instead
of going into the village, and reached their
own village they say shortly after sunrise, and
do not see any one until about 10 A. M. Their
stories vary in many particulars, moreover
they named no witnesses before the
Magistrate though duly asked if they wished to
do so. At the close of the case Goormookh Sing
was asked if he wished the two witnesses he
had lately named sent for and said "what is the
use." Mangal Sing has named two witnesses at
the last moment, both Kookas, but he wants
them to prove that he had been to Bhainee,
which is quite immaterial to the case, and as
neither of them saw him till 10 A. M., if then,
that, if admitted, would not prove an alibi,
which in fact was not what he thought of
proving. | have therefore not thought it
necessary to delay the case 3 days more. The
distance from Raikote to Pitokee is not above
34 miles, and could easily be done between
11A.M.and 8 P. M. at4 milesan hour.

To consider their whole story then it is
clear that their going to Bhainee or not is
immaterial. | do not believe that they did, but
it is sufficient that they admit staying the
whole day before the murder at Cheeneewal,
and are fed by the wife of one of the
murderers, that they leave the village at a
suitable time to commit the murder, and not at
the time travellers would have started, and
then pass the night in the jungle close to

village, the night being a most tempestuous
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one. Their defence has therefore entirely
failed.

The evidence against them is the direct
statement of Dull Sing, corroborated to a great
extent by his wife, by Bhugwan Sing, and again
in an indirect manner by Umur Sing, and lastly
by the evidence of the trackers, which |
consider of considerable weight, as though
the last part of the journey was in bad soil, that
near the butchers' huts where the tracks were
of naked feet was favourable, being either
hardening mud or smooth cultivated ground.

The marks on the chuddur have not
been proved to be blood but the fact of the
way in which it has been freshly torn into holes
is most suspicious.

I have no hesitation in finding Mustan
Sing, Goormookh Sing and Mungul Sing, guilty
of the offence charged.

With regard to Golab Sing, his defence
is that he was at Bhainee at the time of the
murder. The evidence of his Gooroo is
distinctly against this, his assertion of
borrowing Rs. 5 from Gopal Sing is disproved
by the latter. In fact, he is quite unable to
account for himselfat the time of the murder.

The evidence against Golab Sing is the
direct evidence of Dull Sing supported by that
of his wife, Ram Kour. The evidence of Jaggut
Sing, Uttur Sing, Goormookh Sing and Boota
Ram, proves clearly that he was going about
with the armed party of murderers the day
preceding and the day of the murder. His foot-
prints are also sworn to by the trackers. (I
should mention that Bhunga Sing, tracker, shut
up inaroom by the Magistrate while some
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ground was prepared, and the 4 accused
marched across it, and that the tracker was
able to name each foot-print without the least
hesitation.)

The evidence against Golab Sing |
consider most conclusive, and find him guilty
ofthe offence charged.

| sentence the accused Mustan Sing,
Goormookh Sing, Mungul Sing and Golab
Sing, to be hanged by the neck ftill they are
dead, subject to the confirmation of the Chief
Court.

BOULNOIS, J.-At a Court of Sessions
held at Bussian, near Raikote, in Loodiana, for
the District of Loodiana, by Mr. J. W. McNabb,
Sessions Judge of the Ambala Division, on the
27th day of July 1871, with the aid of four
Assessors, the Court, concurring with the
Assessors, found the prisoners guilty of the
charge, and sentenced them to death, subject
to the confirmation of the Chief Court, for
which the proceedings have now been
forwarded.

In the outskirts of the large village or
qusbah of Raikote, a hamlet of butchers' huts
has existed since 1856, where they were
allowed to be erected, as the evidence shows,
by the District Officer of that day. The position
of the huts is shown on the accompanying plan
taken from the file of the Sessions Judge and
exhibitingthe namesin English.

For some time past, according to the
evidence, some feeling has been shown
against the persons engaged in the trade of
beef butchers at Raikote (see the evidence of

Dull Sing, No. IV, as to what occurred at the
Afsgar

meetings and at the Kotha Mela, also that of
Ranja, No.1).

Intimation is said to have been given to
the butchers of the hamlet that they had
better close their business, sometime before
the murder, and threatening language held. -
See Ranja No. .

Moreover, Buta, one of the butchers,
had been recently fined 10 rupees upon a
charge of throwing a carcass into a pond near
the slaughter house, whereas according to
Ranja the charge was false, and the bones of
cattle were either burned or buried on the
butchers' premises. But whether the above
details are true or not, the following general
factsare plain:

On the night of the 16th July two
persons, who were passing the night as guests
with the butchers, viz., Dussoundhi Gujur, and
Mussummat Bussan, his wife, were killed by
blows of sharp instruments, inflicting incised
wounds some eight or ten inches long, and so
severe as to cause death in both cases (within
a few minutes, if not) instantaneously; as to
this the evidence of Alia, the barber, and the
Sub-Assistant Surgeon, are not quite in accord,
but the difference is not material.

At the same time, Howrie, a woman of
about 40vyears; Bunia, agirlof 8or 9; Rangha, a
boy of 3 years, an infant three weeks old; Huku
a man of 30; in all about 10 persons, were cut
and gashed with incised wounds in all
directions. -See the evidence of Sub-Assistant
Surgeon H. C. Banerjee.

The evidence of several witnesses (I, I,
l1l,) establishes that a sudden attack was made
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by a party of men upon the hamlet about 11 P.
M. The night was dark and tempestuous. None
of them could be identified and several of the
butchers who were sleeping on the roofs of
the huts, and out of the way of the assailants,
jumping down, ran towards the Thana. The
Duffadar of Chowkidars, Ahmed Khan, who
was then on his rounds, having heard cries
from the direction of the butchers' huts, ran
quickly to the spot, whence the murderers had
then gone. Torches were fetched, but were
useless on account of the storm. A village
surgeon, Alia, witness VII, began dressing the
wounds; and investigation, on account of the
weather, being useless that night, tracking was
commenced in the morning. (Bhunga Singh,
XVIII, and Bhupa, XIX.)

The sole question in this case is
whether the investigation which then began
has resulted in the conviction of the real
offenders, for the main portion of the
evidence is given by Dull Sing under a
conditional pardon sec. (209) to which he was
admitted after his arrest, which was brought
aboutinthe following way :-

Starting from the end of a lane leading
down upon the butchers' hamlet, the trackers
traced the foot-marks of eight men to the
Tukeya of Khuzan Sing. Khuzan Sing in the
presence of Mukul Hoosein, a Thanadar
belonging to Putiala, witness VI, and Manum
Khan, VII, a Lumberdar of Dhunner, also a
Putiala subject, produced three swords, and
named three men of Pitokee, besides Dull Sing
of Cheeneewal, and Ruttun Sing of Naiwalla,
as the actual perpetrators. Dull Sing was then
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arrested, and commenced a series of
admissions which have ended in his giving his
evidence under conditional pardon. Dull Sing
showed the Police where more swords were
concealed. According to the evidence of
Manum Khan these swords were bloody.
Khuzan Sing, witness 13 for prosecution,
admitted that the accused were at his house a
few hours before, and also a short time after
the murder.

He states that they informed him that
they had done their work, and, as the Sessions
Judge observes, this witness seems to have
known of the intended murder and of its

perpetration.
