2. The Commissioner of the Ambala
Division, in his letter No. 284, dated 6th
September, copy of which is hereto annexed,
forwarded recommendations for the Police
and others with reference to the same case,
and the Police recommendations were
understood to be submitted on the basis of
those recommended by Colonel McAndrew.
The rewards, however, recommended by the
Commissioner were less in amount than those
recommended by the Police Department. But
the Commissioner's proposals appear to
dispose of all Police recommendations with
the single exception of a reward of Rs. 200,
proposed for the relatives of a Mounted
Constable who fell dead from sunstroke during
the enquiry into the murders.

3. The Lieutenant-Governor, after
consideration of this case, is unable to
sanction the reward proposed under the
recent rules of the Government of India. The
relatives of a Government official who dies in
the discharge of his duty are not entitled to
any special gratuity or reward, unless such
duty be of an especially hazardous
description. The duty in question was that
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which ordinarily falls to the duty of the Police,
and there is nothing in the Raikot case to
warrant any departure from the rules that
have been laid down.

4. The rewards proposed by the
Commissioner have been sanctioned.

| HAVE the honor to forward herewith
copy of a letter No. 1441, dated 12th October,
from the Officiating Secretary to Government,
Punjab, to my address, on the subject of
rewards to Ludiana Policemen and trackers for
their exertions in the detection of the Kuka
murderers of the Raikot butchers.

2. My object in now bringing this
subject to your notice is, that the rewards
recommended in your No. 284, of the 6th
September last, to the Officiating Secretary to
Government, Punjab, have been sanctioned in
preference to those recommended by me as
Deputy Inspector-General of Police, Ambala
Circle, and senior Police Officer conducting the
investigation onthe spot.

3. When you wrote the letter of the 6th
September, no detailed report of the
proceedings ofthe Police in the first stage of

the Raikot enquiry had been laid before you,
Af3gar

and the names of some of the men who took
an active part were not remembered by me
when | talked overthe matter with youat
Kassaoli, and have consequently been left out
of thelist attached to your letter.

4. Thetracking party consisted of the
men named inthe margin.
1.-Abdoola, Sergeant, Raikot Thanna.
2.-Hoossain Beg, Constable, station writer.
3-Omrono, Constable.
4.-Nehal Sing, do.
5.--Ahmed Khan, Duffadar of Chowkidars,
6.-Bungoo, Tracker.
7.Poopee and other Boureeah Trackers

These men, as you are aware, took the
track of the murderers with great
perseverance and unusual success via
Jullaldiwall to the village of Cheeneewall, and
upto the Tuckeea of Khuzan Sing, Kuka
faqueer; on this proceeding the entire future
success of case depended, and, as successful
tracking is now getting very rare, | consider it
most important, in a case like the present one,
where failure in detecting the band of Kooka
murderers might have led to serious
consequences, that a liberal rewardshould be
given, and thus encourage the Police and
trackers not to abandon a good old institution,
which, if well used, is a most important aid in
the detection of crime.

5. On the heels of the tracking party
came Deputy Inspector Abdool Rehman Khan,
Mounted Sergeant Zapty Khan, with other
Mounted Policemen, who, starting from
Ludiana at 10 o'clock on the morning of the

16th, rode right on to Cheeneewall, a distance
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of more than 40 miles, and joined the tracking
party; on finding that the murderers had
beentracked to Cheeneewall, a Patiala village,
and to Khuzan Sing's Tuckeea, Abdool Rehman
Khan and Zapty Khan at once sent a letter to
the nearest Patiala Thannadar to come to their
assistance, which he immediately did, joining
the party at Cheeneewall next morning, and
was followed by another Thannadar, also the
Vakeel at Ludiana; and through the influence
of these officials the first confession was
obtained, which rendered future proceedings
easy. But the fact was not sufficiently laid
before His Honor the Lieutenant-Governor,
that the Ludiana Police had actually tracked
the murderers to their place of meeting (after
the outrage) before any of the Patiala Police
had come on the scene; and that | believe
Zapty Khan had actually taken possession of
Khuzan Sing on suspicion before their arrival.

6. With regard to Mounted Sergeant
Zapty Khan, no man engaged in the case
worked harder and with more zeal; he went
with Dull Singh and his wife, Ram Kour, and
arrested the three Pitokee men who were
executed, and throughout was ever ready and
willing; and | feel satisfied you will agree with
me that the reward proposed in your list for
him, vis., Rs. 30, is quite below his deserts, and
compared with the splendid rewards given to
the Patiala men, it would dishearten a fine
young fellow of (as the late Sir Herbert
Edwardes states)- "the best blood of the
Khyber."
